New GPS System makes work more efficient for City’s Public Works Department

“  was the theme of the event. The City's Public

Works Team dubbed the hand held GPS devices "TAG" (Touch

Activated Gizmos) units, a name which was ultimately adopted by
PinPoint GeoTech.

The TAG units allow City sanitation drivers to locate potholes,
broken trash carts, damaged signs, low hanging trees and other routine
maintenance items as they drive to their collection routes. The
collected data is automatically downloaded to a computer at the end of
day and the information is printed out in a report which is forwarded
to the appropriate staff. Citizen phone calls regarding potholes and
other damaged items on the road have now been greatly reduced
through the use of this system. The Stormwater Division has also put
the PinPoint GeoTech system to good use by using it for pond
maintenance inspection reporting. This allows the Stormwater
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Division to document the inspection and maintenance of the City's
ponds, canals and inlets in order to demonstrate adherence to Federal
and State permitting requirements.
