Amoebas in lakes: Take precautions
   Summer is here. School is out.  The weather is heating up.  With the 
warm weather the number of amoebas in our lakes is on the rise.   
Health officials are advising people to use nose plugs when splashing 
and swimming in lakes to protect themselves against the deadly 
amoebas.  There’s no 100 percent guarantee that nose clips will prevent 
an infection, but it is one way to reduce your risk of inhaling the 
microscopic creatures called Naegleria fowleri.

   Last year, three children died after swimming in warm 
lakes where they contracted the amoeba infection.  The 
amoebas are common in Central Florida, and they 
multiply during the hot summer months.  Although the 
amoebas live in warm water, they rarely cause illness.  
The state has documented only 30 cases of primary 
amoebic meningoencephalitis (PAM) since 1962.  
According to the Orange County Health Department, 16

 The City of Ocoee and Orange County are working on a joint project 
called PK II Rehabilitation. The improvement project will rehabilitate 
the streets, drainage, and utilities in the Pioneer Key II mobile home 
park located near the western end of Silver Star Road.

sewer utilities, storm water drainage system, and streets 
throughout the Pioneer Key II neighborhood.

 The federal government is providing significant  
funding for this project through a Community 
Development Block Grant Award of $1.3 million from the 
U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, 
with the balance coming from the City of Ocoee.

Recent headlines and news stories have highlighted the 
amount of water we use in our homes and on our lawns.  I’d 
like to encourage residents to be mindful of the City’s 
irrigation policy.  Irrigating no more than two days a week 
should be adequate to maintain healthy lawns and 
landscapes.  Reducing the frequency of irrigation will result 
in savings – not only will it save water, but it will save 
money on your monthly bill.

Days and times to water your grass:
Lawn and landscape irrigation is allowed before 10 a.m. or after 4 p.m. with 
a few exceptions.
Lawn and landscape irrigation is limited to no more than two days per week.
Even-numbered addresses may irrigate on Thursdays and Sundays.
Odd-numbered addresses may irrigate on Wednesdays and Saturdays.

Residents may hand water any day, provided you do so within the allotted time 
period and use an automatic-shut off nozzle.
We are committed to conserving our water resources.  Our Utilities Department 
is actively involved in educating students on the importance of saving water.  
We recently held our annual Drop Savers Coloring Contest, and I’d like to take 
this opportunity to congratulate each of the winners!  The contest required area 
elementary students to draw water conservation ideas for a t-shirt design.  The 
participants were first, third and fourth grade students from Citrus, Clarcona, 
Ocoee, Thornebrooke and Spring Lake elementary schools.
Let’s all work together to Protect Ocoee’s Water Resources (POWR). For more 
information on our POWR program, visit our Web site at www.ci.ocoee.fl.us.
